1. Description
Introduction

You are employed by the company Convey-IT - a small media bureau located in central Copenhagen. Convey-IT has always focused on delivering high quality no-nonsense web based solutions matching their clients’ needs in the world of digital media.

Convey-IT management has selected you to create a showcase project. It will be used later on for marketing aimed at new potential clients. The project must demonstrate how Convey-IT is able to design and develop web based voting/rating systems suitable for professional commercial websites. A small POC
 website must be implemented as a demo of a fully functioning voting / rating system.

2. Goals
Project purpose and goals


The goal is to create a professional website. 
Convey-IT marketing wishes to have a website that presents a voting/rating system for image, video and flash productions. 
The system must allow users to vote/rate the featured productions online. 
A sorted listing of the top productions must be presented on the website.

Process goals

It is important for everyone in the group to contribute to all parts of the solution, since learning is the primary objective.

A project plan will have to be made as well to show how you anticipate solving the project, and will have to be uploaded to the Fronter delivery folder along with the learning objectives, the process and a link to a functioning website (e.g. at your portfolio). Documentation uploaded to Fronter and website on your portfolio must be in a zip file.
3. Product

The group must design and implement a showcase website with functioning SQL and PHP to enable a user to rate some content on the site.
Designers have complete freedom to decide the form and layout, however, with the following restrictions/compliances in mind:

· Visitors must be able to rate or vote for a selection of featured media content including images, videos and flash.

· The media content featured in the voting/rating part must be your own work – you are free to include your productions from earlier projects and school work.

· Visitors must be able to view a top list of the featured media (generated from the votes/ratings stored in the database).

· Additional desired features (not required to pass the project):

· Visitors can comment on the featured media.

· Visitors can see their own favourites and not only the general top list

· Visitors can only rate/vote one time for each featured media during a session

•
User-stories/use-cases documenting the interactive parts of the website.

•
Database documentation incl. ER-model on 3rd NF with full attribute descriptions.

URL to your solution must be on the first page of your report!!!
Feedback

There is no presentation of the report and the product, and therefor no oral feedback before approval.
The Feedback / the approval are given at the evaluation sheet on Fronter, no later than 26. October (autumn holiday is included in the period) 

It is the group’s responsibility to book a meeting if additional feedback is requested.
The project evaluation is given as ”Passed / Not passed” (Only green / and max. 4 yellow bullets on the evaluation sheet)
If a project is rated as not approved (not passed), the group must within 7 days after feedback upload the project with the noted corrections. It means no later than 02.november.
Compulsory project
The project must be approved to participate in 3rd. semester exam.  
If your project is not approved based on the hand-in, you must agree with student guidance centre about the possibilities for continuing the study.

The footnote must include: Name of the author; year of release; a page number for the reference e.g.: ”Schwartz Dahlberg (2011) p. 9”.
